 Walking down the street, Jesus saw a man blind from birth. His disciples asked, “Rabbi, who 
sinned: this man or his parents, causing him to be born blind?” 
  
3 Jesus said, “You’re asking the wrong question. You’re looking for someone to blame. There is 
no such cause-effect here. Look instead for what God can do.” 
  
6-7 He said this and then spit in the dust, made a clay paste with the saliva, rubbed the paste on 
the blind man’s eyes, and said, “Go, wash at the Pool of Siloam” (Siloam means “Sent”). The 
man went and washed—and saw.
